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What is a GSR?

The Generd Service Representa
tive (GSR) is the primary link
between each individual DA
meeting and the World Service
Conference of Debtors Anony-
mous. This person is elected by
his or her group.

What is an ISR?

The Intergroup Service Repre-
sentative performs the same
function as the GSR, but for an
Intergroup instead of for an indi-
vidua mesting.

What is the role of the
GSRs/ISRs?

GSRs and ISRs register ther
local DA group and Intergroup
with the Genera Service Office
(GSO). They receive information
from the Office and communi-
cate it to their groups. They aso
have some responsibility for in-
forming the group about the fi-
nancia needs of the GSO.

GSRs and ISRs attend the annua
World Service Conference
(WSC) to help perform the work
needed to support DA. GSRs and
ISRs work within the Conference
committee structure (see page 2)
to serve the interests of DA as a
whole. Thisisan important com-
mitment for a recovering debtor
and should be viewed as an on-

going commitment throughout
the following year.

Possibly the most important role
of the GSR is a responsibility to
share with the group his or her
overal perspective based on the
12 Steps, 12 Traditions and 12
Concepts of Service that he or
she draws from experience with
other groups and members
worldwide.

What happens at the
Conference?

GSRs and ISRs volunteer to par-
ticipate on one of the seven
standing committees (see page
2). They may aso choose to
serve on one of the three cau-
CUSES.

What is the Convocation?

At the end of the WSC the GSRs
and ISRs meet in the Convoca
tion to conduct the forma busi-
ness of presenting and voting on
motions brought forth by the
committees. Each GSR and ISR
is avoting delegate, representing
hisor her group.
